Class Definitions

Classes with *

No cross entry into other divisions. Walk trot only
riders exhibit here.

Colored Horse

For equine showing visible color, including high
white socks, excessive white markings,
appaloosa characteristics, dun and buckskin
markings, palominos and roans. Horses may not
cross enter into solid horse division.

Solid Horse

For equine solid in color with no color breed
markings or characteristics. Horses may not
cross enter into colored division.

Saddle Pleasure Type

For equine of the breed or type of saddle
pleasure horse. Breeds include; morgans,
arabians, saddlebred, standardbred, national
show horse, welsh pony

Stock Hunter Type

For equine of the stock type or breed. Breeds
include; quarter horse, paint horse, appaloosa.
Draft Type

For equine of the draft type or breed. Breeds
include; Drum Horses, Gypsy Vanners, Fjord
Long Ears

For equine that are any size of mule or donkey.
Novice Rider

This division is for riders who have never won
more than 3 blue ribbons in any competition.
Novice Horse

This division is for horses who have never won
more than 3 blue ribbons in any competition.
Dressage Suitability

Judged on horse’s gaits and suitability to be
shown in dressage competitions. Horses
required to be in snaffle bits only. Any english
saddle allowed. For western dressage suitability
two handed on shanked bits is allowed for this
class only.

Hunter Hack

Will be a rail class judged in both directions,
then each contestant will take two fences in
designated pattern. Judged on quality of
approach, jump and way of going.

Trot a Pole

A set course with poles on the ground. Trot only
allowed. If horses break into canter they are
allowed 2 strides before needing to be back into
a trot, longer canters should be penalized.

Trot an X

Same as trot a pole but fences will be set to a
small X rail.

Discipline rail

Also known as judges command. Anything goes
in this class. Judge can ask for any gaits,
extensions, sidepasses, forehand and haunch
turns, dropped stirrups. Whatever they feel like!
Timed Cones Course

Pattern will be provided drivers follow course
passing between cones with tennis balls resting
on top. Added 5 seconds for every ball that falls,
plus 10 seconds for every cone knocked over.
Ranch Riding

This is a pattern class judged individually and
score sheets provided. Patterns and order of go
posted prior to start of show.

Ranch Reining

This is a reining pattern class, patterns and
order of go posted prior to start of show.

Ranch on the Rail

This is a rail class shown as a group. Extended
gaits will be called for.

Ranch Conformation

This is another halter class specific for Ranch
High Point Awards.

Ranch Trail

This trail class will have more elements as seen
on a working ranch such as drags, carrying
items, working a rope and working around real
brush and trees.

Trail

This is show trail the pattern will be more similar
to what is seen at breed and 4H shows.
Pleasure Driving

This is a rail class competitors to be shown at
walk, jog, working and extended trot. All Types
of carts are acceptable.

Reinsmanship

This is a pattern class judged on ease of
handling and turnout



Entry Fees
Stall fee $55 includes entry to ONE halter class of choice. Includes unlimited shavings.

All riding classes $6 each
Tack stalls $45
Classes must be paid for in advance
Ads and scratches can occur at morning meetings each day.
Trailer parking under pavilion for tack and feed storage - Free on a limited basis first come first
serve. To gain approval trailers must be used for storage for 3 or more horses. Email to confirm.

- Show management reserves the right to combine classes if numbers allow

- Daily exhibitor meetings will be at 8 am each day followed by a half hour where you can
add or scratch classes for the day. After that period all classes are finalized and no
refunds will be provided.

- Conflicts with other livestock events must be registered at morning meetings.

- All classes must be paid for in advance.
